Criteria for a Good Portfolio

1. Growth/ Progress


 multiple drafts of each finished piece


evidence of thoughtful revision, not just editing


evidence of experimentation and risk-taking

2. Sense of Purpose


introduction/ cover letter that clearly introduces the portfolio


evidence in the introduction/ cover letter of growth as a writer

3. 
Ability to finalize and publish different genres of writing.

4. Shows Variety and Experimentation


 writing has a developing style


 each piece shows clear points of view


 writer is developing a tone unique to him or her


 writer is able to write in several different genres

5. Follows Instructions


portfolio is organized and follows guidelines


introduction/ cover letter follows guidelines

6. Conventions


 final drafts have been peer- and self-edited


 final drafts show control of usage and conventions

7. Reflection


 evidence of thoughtful reflection (s) about the writing process, process of choosing what to put into the portfolio, and process of assembling the portfolio
