	-Make sure your claim is something you strongly believe in.

-Remember who your audience is and write your speech to specifically convince them.
-Use specific, convincing and powerful reasons and evidence to support your claim (examples are outlined in your notes).
-Use persuasive words (such as “strongly”, “most”, “passionately”, “absolutely”, “without a doubt”, “necessary”).

-Know that writing is challenging, so try your best and don’t give up.
	-Don’t plagiarize sentences or arguments from the Internet.

-Don’t beg in your speech.

-Don’t use bribery (for example: if you believe in my claim, I’ll give you a candy).

-Don’t use threats (for example: if you don’t believe what I say, you’re going to have no friends).

-Don’t use non-convincing words (such as “sort of”, “good”, “okay”, “maybe”).

-Don’t use unconvincing support (examples are outlined in your notes).

-Think that it’s too hard and give up.
